Further, the FTA is reminding all agents and maritime companies to strictly adhere the
FTA Circular No. 10 of 2018 (copy attached) related to anchorage regulations within the UAE
waters and avoid providing services except for ships anchored in the approved anchorage areas
designated by the local competent Port authorities, obtain necessary permits and provide the
correct information on the nature of scope of work that will be carried out on-board ship.

ZOYA 1 Explosion Accident

To: All Ports Authorities in UAE

To: All Ships managers, operators, agents
To: All Tanks Cleaning companies

To: Marine Chemist Companies

With reference to the explosion accident onboard
the oil tanker Zoya 1 "SAM" IMO : 9081174
occurred on 29* of January 2020, which has
resulted on the death of 6 workers onboard and
which has lead the authorities and ports in UAE to
deploy its teams to rescue the remaining persons
onboard and extinguish the fire , and in light of the
investigations conducted by the Federal Transport
Authority, the FTA has decided to:

1- Ban Jeshco Marine Services LLC preventively
from carrying out her activities in UAE waters and
ports till the Public Prosecution investigations is
over.

2- A final warning has been issued to the agent
Yacht International company LLC to ban his
activities in UAE in the event of repeated violation
of the regulations, and negligence to adhere to the
local and federal requirements and providing
inaccurate information to the official authorities .

All companies providing Tanks Cleaning Services for
Ships and the Marine Chemists operating in UAE
ports and waters should obtain the FTA approval to
carry out their activities by 31 July 2020.

The FTA is reminding all agents and maritime
companies of the importance of adhering to the FTA
circular No. 10 of 2018 related to the anchorage

information on the nature and scope of work that
will be carried out onboard the ship .

SUBJECT: Restriction to Anchor in the UAE Territorial Waters

Ref: Attached a copy of Circular No (10) 2018 - dated: 07/05/2018.
(Issued by Federal Transport Authority, UAE, enforcing ‘Merchant Ships Anchorage Regulations in UAE’).

Mariners are advised that, starting from 01.06.2018, no ships shall be permitted to anchor outside
designated port anchorages in UAE territorial waters. Ships that are intending to anchor inside
anchorage area at any RAK Ports shall appoint an approved marine agent and comply with port
procedures. In addition, no ships (irrespective of size and type) shall enter the port limits without first

obtaining the permission of respective Port Control.

Port Control will monitor all movements and activities of ships beyond port limits and adjacent to

territorial waters, and the port authority will report any offence to the Federal Transport Authority.

Please note this applies to vessels anchoring and not to the innocent passage of vessels through UAE

territorial waters as per International Maritime Law and applicable UAE Rules.

Owners, Operators, Agents, Charterers should ensure that the contents of this Notice are made

known to the masters or persons in charge of their vessels or craft.

Merchant ships anchorage
regulations in UAE

To:
e Port’s authorities,
e Harbour Masters
e Ship-owners, managers & operators.
e Ship agents

Reference to the FTA resolution (41) 2018, regarding
regulating anchoring of merchant ships in UAE
waters, in order to protect the marine environment,
safety of life at sea and safety of navigation.

Starting from 01/06/2018, all ships irrespective of
size and type anchoring in UAE waters including the
Exclusive Economic Zone, shall:

1- Obtain the anchorage permits from the local
competent authority (local maritime authority / port
authority). ‘
2- Anchor only in the designated area, determined by
the local competent authority and abide by their laws
and instructions.

3 - Appoint a local agent for the ship, approved by the
FTA and by the local competent authority.

The local agent must obtain the approval of the local
competent authority, when the ship's agency
transferred to another agent, the new agent shall
bear all the obligations incurred by the ship.

7.8 Ship immobilization due to routine
maintenance.

7.9 Launching lifeboats, rescue boats, or any
floating boat for drills or transportation, except in
case of emergencies.

Or any other operations that require the approval of
the local competent authority.

Ship responsibilities:

1. The Ship-owner shall bear all consequences if the
ship causes any harm to the marine environment or
damages to another ship or any other party.

2. The ship owner shall notify the local competent
authority, in the event the ship loses her anchor, and
shall bear all responsibilities for all the damages
resulting due such incident and all expenses related
to the recovery operations.

3. The ship's master, owner or agent shall inform the
local competent authority, of any defects or failures
in the ship's steering equipment or engines or in the
hull of the ship or any other damages, prior arrival or
any defects that may arise during her stay at anchor.

4, The ship's master, owner or agent shall inform local
competent authority and the FTA of any incident or
accident, which affect the safety of the ship or the
safety of the personnel or pose a threat to other ships
or to the safety of navigation or the marine
environment such as collision, fire, water ingress or
moving goods or loss of anchor.

Control on the anchored ships:

1. FTA may carry out inspections onboard any
merchant ship which the provisions of this circular
apply on, during her stay inside UAE waters, and local
competent authority, may monitor and control the
ship within the waters of the Emirate, to verify
whether the ship is complying with the provisions of
this circular.

2. The FTA may ban any merchant ship from
anchoring in UAE waters, and the local competent
authority, may ban it from anchoring in her waters.
Both entities have the right to cancel the anchorage
permission at any time and request the ship to depart
UAE /local waters if the public interests require so.

3. Merchant Ship ordered to depart UAE waters by
FTA or the Emirate's water by the local competent
authority, shall immediately comply with their orders
and instructions.

4- Any ship fail to depart UAE waters after receiving
the FTA orders by more than 24 hours, the FTA has
the right to ban it and ban other ships belonging to
the same owners from calling UAE waters and ports.
In addition, other penalties and fines may be
imposed by FTA or local competent authority.
